Activity: Scavenger hunt  
 

Skills: following directions, remembering, vocabulary, 
understanding descriptions. 
 

Materials: Paper and coloured pencils or markers to 
make a checklist. See examples on the next 3 pages.  
 

Instructions:  
• Write down a list of hints to describe different  

objects around the house or in the bush  
(using colour, shape, texture, size, category). 

• For young children & older children with language 
difficulties: 
o Use short sentences and simple describing words. 
o Try 8-10 objects to find. 
o Say the hint out loud. 
o Let your child find the object and check it off the list. 
o Then tell your child the next hint. 

 

Also try:  
• Asking your older children to create and do scavenger 

hunts with your younger children. 
• Helping your child to make a scavenger hunt for you

• Use Pictures: 
o Say the word and show a picture.  

 Google an image on your phone, or draw a picture. 

• Use Gestures: 
o Say the word and act it out (use a gesture) at the same time. 

For example:  
               Say, “Find something you can wear” and  
               act out putting on clothes. 

Tip:  You can help your child 
understand by making your words 
visual. Use pictures or act out 
what you’re saying.
